After identifying the problem, constraints, and requirements from the end user, Bi3 implemented ANPR
cameras along both approved and restricted routes. This approach allowed for unobtrusive
identification of any vehicles associated with the HS2 project, without the need for physical trackers.
Bi3's proprietary data engine was then integrated to ensure a smooth incorporation of this data into the
existing delivery management system, providing on-site administrators with notifications if a banned
route was used. Additionally, this data was incorporated into other management dashboards to aid in
decision-making regarding subcontractor performance and reporting to local councils.

This project, through custom programming and a combination of technology is now a dedicated
solution - ANPR Route Compliance.
